A student in grades 7-12 may be admitted on their own statement of
conversion. They must also demonstrate life-style evidence of conversion and receive a pastoral letter of
recommendation from an evangelical church.

e Aletheiais a non-denominational, evangelical protestant school that is not affiliated with any particular church
or denomination. In our Bible classes and in our daily conduct, we emphasize those biblical principles that unite
the body of Christ rather than those aspects of faith on which there is disagreement. Questions regarding
denominational issues such as modes of baptism, spiritual gifts, and other confroversial doctrines that do not
contradict our Statement of Faith are referred to the respective parents and their pastors.

STATEMENT ON MARRIAGE AND SEXUALITY

There is much confusion in our day regarding sexudlity, marriage, and gender. Aletheia Christian Academy therefore
feels it is necessary to affirm and declare what we believe to be the Biblical standards on these issues.

1.

We believe that God wonderfully and immutably creates each person as male or female. These two distinct,
complementary genders together reflect the image and nature of God (Gen. 1:26-27; Matthew 19:3-6). Rejection
of one’s biological sex is a rejection of the image of God within that person.

We believe that the term "marriage” has only one meaning: the uniting of one man and one woman in a single,
exclusive union, as delineated in Holy Scripture (Gen. 1:26-27; 2:18-25). We believe that God intends infimate sexual
relations to occur only between one man and one woman who are married to each other (1 Cor. 6:18; 7:2-5; Heb.
13:4). We believe that God has commanded that no intimate sexual activity be engaged in outside of a marriage
between a man and a woman.

We believe that any form of sexual immorality (including adultery, fornication, polygamy, homosexuality, bisexual
conduct, bestiality, incest, and use of pornography) is sinful and offense to God (Matt. 15:18-20; 1 Cor. 6:9-10).

We believe that God offers redemption and restoration to all who confess and forsake their sin, seeking His mercy
and forgiveness through Jesus Christ (Acts 3:19-21; Rom. 10:9-10; 1 Cor. 6:9-11).

We believe that every person must be afforded compassion, love, respect, and dignity (Mark 12:28-31; Luke 6:31).
Hateful and harassing behavior or atftitudes directed toward any individual are to be repudiated and are not in
accord with Holy Scripture, the doctrines of our holy religion, nor the example of our Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ.

If our student is accepted:

We understand that Aletheia Christian Academy forms a partnership with the home and family to help educate
students and fo guide them in the development of biblical character and a biblical lifestyle. The Bible is the basis
for determining what qualities or characteristics exemplify a Christ-like life. The school reserves the right, within ifs
sole discretion, to refuse admission of an applicant or to discontinue enrollment of a student if the atmosphere or
conduct within a particular home or the activities of the student are counter to or are in opposition to the biblical
lifestyle the school teaches. This includes, but is not limited fo, participating in, supporting or condoning sexual
immorality, homosexual activity, or bisexual activity; drunkenness; illegal drug use; witchcraft; promoting such
practices or being unable to support the moral principles of the school. (See Galatians 5:16-26, Ephesians 4:17-5:7,
and Romans 1:18-32)

We agree that if for any reason our child does not meet the academic requirements or cooperate with the
disciplinary standards of Aletheia Christian Academy, we will withdraw him/her without delay and will cooperate
with the administration to make the withdrawal as quietly as possible, avoiding discussion with those not involved,
so as to avert a spirit of dissension and division at either our child's expense or the school's. Aletheia reserves the
right to dismiss, suspend, or otherwise discipline any student who does not adhere to the standards stated in the
Parent/Student Handbook.

Students are accepted on a frial basis for the first grading period. Any student may be asked to withdraw at any
time if he/she does noft strive for academic excellence.
